The33

appointed judges shall hold office until the second Monday in January34

following the general election following the effective date of the35

position. The appointed judges and other judicial candidates are36

entitled to run for the judicial position at the general election37

following appointment.38
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(e) The initial election for these positions shall be held in1

election of a newly authorized position is not held on a date which3

corresponds to the beginning of a full term as specified in (c)(((i)4

through (iii))) of this subsection, the election shall be for a partial5

term.6
