by the federal dans; and

VWHEREAS, Those rates woul d be seriously jeopardi zed by the sal e of
t he Bonnevil |l e Power Adm nistration and the sale of the federal dans or
the right to market the power generated by those dans; and

VWHEREAS, The sale of the Bonneville Power Adm nistration and the
sale of the federal dans or the right to nmarket the power generated by
t hose dans woul d t hreaten the | ong-standi ng rel ati onship the Bonneville
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Power Adm nistration has established with the Northwest’s public
utility districts and rural electric associations; and

VWHEREAS, The Bonnevill e Power Adm nistration currently contributes
a portion of its revenue to salnon restoration, and there is no
guarantee those funds would be available if the Bonneville Power
Adm ni stration is sold;

NOW THEREFORE, Your Menorialists respectfully pray that the
President and Congress agree not to sell the Bonneville Power
Adm ni stration or the federal dans or the right to market the power
generated by those dans, and to allow the Bonneville Power
Adm nistrationto continue fulfilling its m ssion of providing | ow cost
power to the Pacific Northwest.
