We, your Menorialists, the Senate and House of Representatives of
the State of Washington, in | egislative session assenbl ed, respectfully
represent and petition as foll ows:

WHEREAS, The people of the State of Wshington are facing the
i npacts of the listing and proposed listings of sal non and steel head
st ocks under the federal Endangered Species Act; and

WHEREAS, These |istings represent a serious threat to the conti nued
econom ¢ wel |l -being of the people of the State of Washi ngton; and

VWHEREAS, The people of the State of Washington will fully conply
with the requirenents of the federal Endangered Species Act withinits
borders and territorial waters; and

VWHEREAS, The salnon and steel head that spawn in the State of
Washi ngton spend nost of their life cycle outside of waters controlled
by the state; and

WHEREAS, Considerable threats to the sal non and steel head of the
State of Washington can only be addressed by the intervention of the
United States CGovernnent; and
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WHEREAS, The success of any conservation plan i npl enmented under the
f ederal Endangered Species Act for listed sal non and steel head runs in
the State of Washington is in doubt w thout imedi ate action by the
federal governnent;

NOW THEREFORE, Your Menorialists respectfully pray that the United
States Governnment i medi ately resolve the United States-Canada fishing
di spute, enforce the two hundred-mle |limt and the ban on high seas
drift net fishing, and provide funding for salnon recovery efforts
which mtigate the loss of habitat caused by the construction of
hydroel ectric dans on the Col unbia River.
