BE | T FURTHER RESOLVED, That the Executive Rules Conmttee may
assign subject mtters, bills, nenorials, and resolutions to
aut horized commttees of the House of Representatives for study
during the interim and the Speaker of the House of Representatives
may create special and sel ect commttees as nmay be necessary to carry
out the functions, including interim studies, of the House of
Representatives in an orderly manner and shall appoint nenbers to
such commttees with the approval of the Executive Rules Commttee;
and

BE | T FURTHER RESOLVED, That t he Executive Rules Commttee shall
have full authority and direction over the authorization and
execution of any personal services contracts or subcontracts that
necessitate the expendi ture of House appropriations; and

BE | T FURTHER RESOLVED, That, during the interim the schedul es
of and locations for all neetings of any commttee or subcommittee
shall be approved by the Executive Rules Committee, and those
commttees or subcommttees may conduct hearings and scheduling
W t hout a quorum being present; and

BE | T FURTHER RESOLVED, That, during the interim authorized
conmm ttees have t he power of subpoena, the power to adm ni ster oaths,
and the power to issue conm ssions for the exam nation of w tnesses
in accordance with chapter 44.16 RCW if and when specifically
aut hori zed by the Executive Rules Commttee for specific purposes and
speci fic subjects; and

BE | T FURTHER RESOLVED, That the Chief Cerk of the House of
Representatives shall conplete the work of the 1997 regul ar session
of the Fifty-fifth Legislature during interim periods, and all
details that arise therefrom including the editing, indexing, and
publ i shing of the journal of the House of Representatives; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That the Chief Cerk of the House of
Representati ves shall make the necessary inventory of furnishings,
fixtures, and supplies; and

BE | T FURTHER RESOLVED, That the Chief Cerk of the House of
Representati ves may approve vouchers of the nenbers of the House of
Represent ati ves, covering expenses incurred during the interimfor
of ficial business of the Legislature in accordance with policies set
by the Executive Rules Committee, at the per diemrate provided by
| aw and est abl i shed by the Executive Rules Cormittee, for each day or
maj or portion of a day, plus mleage at the rate established by | aw,
and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That the Chief Cerk of the House of
Representatives shall, during the interim and as authorized by the
Speaker of the House of Representatives, retain or hire any necessary
enpl oyees, order necessary supplies, equipnment, and printing to



enabl e the House of Representatives to carry out its work pronptly
and efficiently, and accept commttee reports, commttee bills,
prefiled bills, nmenorials, and resolutions as directed by the Rul es
of the House of Representatives and by Joint Rul es of the Legislature
if any are adopted; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That the Chief Cerk of the House of
Representatives shall execute the necessary vouchers upon which
warrants are drawn for all |egislative expenses and expenditures of
t he House of Representatives; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That the Speaker of the House of
Representatives and the Chief Cerk of the House of Representatives
may aut horize the attendance of nenbers and enpl oyees at conferences
and neetings in accordance with the policies adopted by the Executive
Rul es Comm ttee and may aut hori ze the expenditure of registration or
fees and rei nbursenent for subsistence and travel for such purpose;
and

BE |IT FURTHER RESCLVED, That nenbers and enployees of the
Legislature be reinbursed for expenses incurred in attending
conferences and neetings at the rate provided by | aw and est abli shed
by the Executive Rules Commttee, plus mleage to and from the
conferences and neetings at the rate established by law which
rei mbursenent shall be paid on vouchers from any appropriation made
to the House of Representatives for |egislative expenses; and

BE | T FURTHER RESOLVED, That, during the interim the use of the
House Chanber, any of its commttee roons, or any of the furniture or
furnishings in them is permtted upon such terns and conditions as
the Chief derk of the House of Representatives shall deem
appropriate; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That the Chief Cerk of the House of
Representatives may express the synpathy of the House of
Representatives by sending flowers and correspondence when the
necessity arises; and

BE | T FURTHER RESOLVED, That this Resol ution applies throughout
the interi mbetween sessions of the Fifty-fifth Legislature, as well
as any comm ttee assenbly.
