BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCWO9.46.360 and 1992 ¢ 172 s 2 are each anmended to read
as follows:

(1) The negotiation process for proposed or anended conpacts with
federally recogni zed Indian tribes for conducting class Il gam ng, as
defined in the Indian Gam ng Regulatory Act, 25 U S C. Sec. 2701 et
seg., on federal Indian lands is governed by this section.

(2) The ganbling comm ssion through the director or the director’s
desi gnee shall negotiate conpacts for class Il gam ng on behal f of the
state with federally recognized Indian tribes in the state of
Washi ngt on.

(3) Wien a tentative agreenment with an Indian tribe on a proposed
or anended conpact is reached, the director shall imediately transmt
a copy of the proposed or anended conpact to all voting and ex officio

menbers of the ganbling comm ssion and to the ((standing—ecommttees
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destghated—pursuant—toe—subseetion—{5—ofthis—seetion)) npjority and

mnority |eaders of the senate.

(4) Notw thstanding RCW 9. 46.040, the four ex officio nmenbers of
t he ganbling comm ssion shall be deened voting nenbers of the ganbling
comm ssion for the sole purpose of voting on proposed or anended
conpacts submtted under this section

proposed or anended conpact any tine after receiving a copy of the

conpact fromthe director. Wthin forty-five days after receiving the
proposed or anended conpact fromthe director, the ganbling conm ssion,
i ncluding the four ex officio nenbers, shall vote on whether to return
t he proposed or anended conpact to the director with instructions for
further negotiation or to forward the proposed or anended conpact to
the senate for approval and then to the governor for review and final
executi on.

((699)) (8) In addition to the powers granted under this chapter,
t he comm ssion, consistent wth the ternms of any conpact, is authorized
and enpowered to enforce the provisions of any conpact between a
federally recognized Indian tribe and the state of Wshi ngton.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. A new section is added to chapter 39.34 RCW
to read as foll ows:

An agreenent between the state and an Indian tribe is not effective
until the agreenent has been approved by the senate.
