AN ACT Relating to equalization of salary allocations for
certificated educational enployees; and anendi ng RCW 28A. 400. 200.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW28A. 400.200 and 1993 c 492 s 225 are each anended to
read as foll ows:

(1) Every school district board of directors shall fix, alter,
allow, and order paid salaries and conpensation for all district
enpl oyees in conformance with this section.

(2)(a) Salaries for certificated instructional staff shall not be
| ess than the salary provided in the appropriations act in the state-
w de salary allocation schedule for an enployee with a baccal aureate
degree and zero years of service; and

(b) Salaries for certificated instructional staff with a nasters
degree shall not be |l ess than the salary provided in the appropriations
act in the state-wide salary allocation schedule for an enployee with
a masters degree and zero years of service;

(3)(a) The actual average salary paid to basic education
certificated instructional staff shall not exceed the district’s
average basic education certificated instructional staff salary used
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for the state basic education allocations for that school year as
det erm ned pursuant to RCW28A. 150.410. In allocating funds for salary
increases for certificated instructional staff, the |egislature shal
not allocate any salary increase funds to a school district to the
extent that the district’s derived base salary for certificated
instructional staff for state allocation purposes exceeds the state-
wide salary allocation schedule established in the biennial
appropriations act.

(b) Fringe benefit contributions for basic education certificated
instructional staff shall be included as salary under (a) of this
subsection only to the extent that the district’s actual average
benefit contribution exceeds the anobunt of the insurance benefits
all ocation provided per certificated instructional staff unit in the
state operating appropriations act in effect at the time the
conpensation i s payabl e. For purposes of this section, fringe benefits
shal | not include paynent for unused | eave for illness or injury under
RCW 28A.400.210; enployer contributions for old age survivors
i nsurance, workers’ conpensation, unenploynent conpensation, and
retirement benefits under the WAshington state retirenment systen or
enpl oyer contributions for health benefits in excess of the insurance
benefits all ocation provided per certificated instructional staff unit
in the state operating appropriations act in effect at the tinme the
conpensation is payable. A school district may not use state funds to
provi de enpl oyer contributions for such excess health benefits.

(c) Salary and benefits for certificated instructional staff in
prograns ot her than basic education shall be consistent with the salary
and benefits paid to certificated instructional staff in the basic
education program

(4) Sal aries and benefits for certificated instructional staff may
exceed the limtations in subsection (3) of this section only by
separate contract for additional tine, additional responsibilities, or
incentives. Supplenmental contracts shall not cause the state to incur
any present or future funding obligation. Supplenental contracts shal
be subject to the coll ective bargaining provisions of chapter 41.59 RCW
and the provisions of RCW 28A. 405. 240, shall not exceed one year, and
if not renewed shall not constitute adverse change in accordance with
RCW 28A. 405. 300 through 28A. 405. 380. No district may enter into a
suppl enental contract wunder this subsection for the provision of
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services which are a part of the basic education programrequired by
Article I X, section 3 of the state Constitution.

(5) Enpl oyee benefit plans offered by any district shall conply
wi th RCW 28A. 400. 350 ((and)), 28A.400.275, and 28A. 400. 280.
