BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. A new section is added to chapter 28A 300
RCWto read as foll ows:

The legislature finds a relationship between a lack of
participation by girls in organized athletic prograns and increased
rates of occurrence for girls in teenage pregnancy, dropping out of
hi gh school, drug involvenent, donestic violence, and nmental health
problenms. The legislature finds that girls who do not participate in
organi zed athletic prograns at a young age are less likely to
participate in organized athletic prograns in high school and col | ege.

School districts are encouraged to adopt policies to provide a
mentori ng programfor female athletes in el ementary schools. Mentoring
prograns nmay consist of visits to elementary schools by female high
school, college, and professional fenale athletes.

2 information about effective nentoring prograns for female athletes.
