Sec. 1. RCW70.90.120 and 1987 ¢ 222 s 5 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) The board shall adopt rul es under the adm ni strative procedure
act, chapter 34.05 RCW governi ng safety, sanitation, and water quality
for water recreation facilities. The rules shall include but not be
limted to requirenents for design; operation; injury and ill ness
reporting; biological and chem cal contam nation standards; water
quality nonitoring; inspection; permt application and issuance; and
enf orcement procedures. However, a water recreation facility intended
for the exclusive use of residents of any apartnent house conpl ex or of
a group of rental housing units of less than fifteen living units, or
of a nobile home park, or of a condom nium conplex or any group or
associ ation of |ess than ((+fteen)) seventy-five hone owners shal |l not
be subject to preconstruction design review, routine inspection, or
permt or fee requirenents; and water treatment of hydroelectric

RCW70.90.150 and 1986 ¢ 236 s 6 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) Local health officers my establish and collect fees
((sufHetent)) limted to cover their costs incurred in carrying out
their duties under this chapter and the rules adopted under this
chapter. No fee or fee increase may be adopted without a public
hearing. A reduction in the operating permt fee of at |east seventy-

five percent shall be granted when a facility operator denonstrates a

satisfactory level of training in pool safety, water quality,

mai nt enance, and operations.

(2) The departnment may establish and collect fees ((suffHetent))

limted to cover its costs incurred in carrying out its duties under

this chapter. The fees shall be deposited in the state general fund.
No fee or fee increase nay be adopted without a public hearing. A

reduction in the operating pernmt fee of at | east seventy-five percent

shall be granted when a facility operator denonstrates a satisfactory

level of training in pool safety, water quality, nnintenance, and

operati ons.
