Sec. 1. RCW 41.05.021 and 1995 1st sp.s. c 6 s 7 are each amended8

to read as follows:9

(1) The Washington state health care authority is created within10

the executive branch. The authority shall have an administrator11

appointed by the governor, with the consent of the senate. The12

administrator shall serve at the pleasure of the governor. The13

administrator may employ up to seven staff members, who shall be exempt14

from chapter 41.06 RCW, and any additional staff members as are15

necessary to administer this chapter. The administrator may delegate16

any power or duty vested in him or her by this chapter, including17

authority to make final decisions and enter final orders in hearings18

conducted under chapter 34.05 RCW. The primary duties of the authority19
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shall be to: Administer state employees’ insurance benefits and1

retired or disabled school employees’ insurance benefits; administer2

the basic health plan pursuant to chapter 70.47 RCW; study state-3

purchased health care programs in order to maximize cost containment in4

these programs while ensuring access to quality health care; and5

implement state initiatives, joint purchasing strategies, and6

techniques for efficient administration that have potential application7

to all state-purchased health services. The authority’s duties8

include, but are not limited to, the following:9

(a) To administer health care benefit programs for employees and10

retired or disabled school employees as specifically authorized in RCW11

41.05.065 and in accordance with the methods described in RCW12

41.05.075, 41.05.140, and other provisions of this chapter;13

(b) To analyze state-purchased health care programs and to explore14

options for cost containment and delivery alternatives for those15

programs that are consistent with the purposes of those programs,16

including, but not limited to:17

(i) Creation of economic incentives for the persons for whom the18

state purchases health care to appropriately utilize and purchase19

health care services, including the development of flexible benefit20

plans to offset increases in individual financial responsibility;21

(ii) Utilization of provider arrangements that encourage cost22

containment, including but not limited to prepaid delivery systems,23

utilization review, and prospective payment methods, and that ensure24

access to quality care, including assuring reasonable access to local25

providers, especially for employees residing in rural areas;26

(iii) Coordination of state agency efforts to purchase drugs27

effectively as provided in RCW 70.14.050;28

(iv) Development of recommendations and methods for purchasing29

medical equipment and supporting services on a volume discount basis;30

and31

(v) Development of data systems to obtain utilization data from32

state-purchased health care programs in order to identify cost centers,33

utilization patterns, provider and hospital practice patterns, and34

procedure costs, utilizing the information obtained pursuant to RCW35

41.05.031;36

(c) To analyze areas of public and private health care interaction;37

(d) To provide information and technical and administrative38

assistance to the board;39
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(e) To review and approve or deny applications from counties,1

municipalities, and other political subdivisions of the state to2

provide state-sponsored insurance or self-insurance programs to their3

employees in accordance with the provisions of RCW 41.04.205, setting4

the premium contribution for approved groups as outlined in RCW5

41.05.050;6

(f) To appoint a health care policy technical advisory committee as7

required by RCW 41.05.150;8

(g) To establish billing procedures and collect funds from school9

districts and educational service districts under RCW 28A.400.400 in a10

way that minimizes the administrative burden on districts; and11

(h) To promulgate and adopt rules consistent with this chapter as12

described in RCW 41.05.160.13

(2) On and after January 1, 1996, the public employees’ benefits14

board may implement strategies to promote managed competition among15

employee health benefit plans. Strategies may include but are not16

limited to:17

(a) Standardizing the benefit package;18

(b) Soliciting competitive bids for the benefit package;19

(c) Limiting the state’s contribution to a percent of the lowest20

priced qualified plan within a geographical area;21

(d) Monitoring the impact of the approach under this subsection22

with regards to: Efficiencies in health service delivery, cost shifts23

to subscribers, access to and choice of managed care plans state-wide,24

and quality of health services. The health care authority shall also25

advise on the value of administering a benchmark employer-managed plan26

to promote competition among managed care plans. The health care27

authority shall report its findings and recommendations to the28

legislature by January 1, 1997.29

(3) The health care authority shall, no later than July 1, 1996,30

submit to the appropriate committees of the legislature, proposed31

methods whereby, through the use of a voucher-type process, state32

employees may enroll with any health carrier to receive employee33

benefits.

(((4) The Washington health care policy board shall study the37

necessity and desirability of the health care authority continuing as38

plans and services, minimal barriers to entry and exit into the health24

care market, and adequate information for buyers and sellers to base25

purchasing and production decisions. However, the legislature finds26

that purchasers of health care services and health care coverage do not27

have adequate information upon which to base purchasing decisions; that28

health care facilities and providers of health care services face legal29

and market disincentives to develop economies of scale or to provide30

(v) The residential addresses and residential telephone numbers of5

the customers of a public utility contained in the records or lists6

held by the public utility of which they are customers.7

(w)(i) The federal social security number of individuals governed8

under chapter 18.130 RCW maintained in the files of the department of9

health, except this exemption does not apply to requests made directly10

to the department from federal, state, and local agencies of11

government, and national and state licensing, credentialing,12

investigatory, disciplinary, and examination organizations; (ii) the13

current residential address and current residential telephone number of14

a health care provider governed under chapter 18.130 RCW maintained in15

the files of the department, if the provider requests that this16

information be withheld from public inspection and copying, and17

provides to the department an accurate alternate or business address18

and business telephone number. On or after January 1, 1995, the19

current residential address and residential telephone number of a20

health care provider governed under RCW 18.130.140 maintained in the21

files of the department shall automatically be withheld from public22

inspection and copying unless the provider specifically requests the23

information be released, and except as provided for under RCW24

42.17.260(9).25

(x) Information obtained by the board of pharmacy as provided in26

RCW 69.45.090.27

(y) Information obtained by the board of pharmacy or the department28

of health and its representatives as provided in RCW 69.41.044,29

69.41.280, and 18.64.420.30

(z) Financial information, business plans, examination reports, and31

any information produced or obtained in evaluating or examining a32

business and industrial development corporation organized or seeking33

certification under chapter 31.24 RCW.34

(aa) Financial and commercial information supplied to the state35

investment board by any person when the information relates to the36

investment of public trust or retirement funds and when disclosure37

would result in loss to such funds or in private loss to the providers38

of this information.39
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(bb) Financial and valuable trade information under RCW 51.36.120.1

(cc) Client records maintained by an agency that is a domestic2

violence program as defined in RCW 70.123.020 or 70.123.075 or a rape3

crisis center as defined in RCW 70.125.030.4

(dd) Information that identifies a person who, while an agency5

employee: (i) Seeks advice, under an informal process established by6

the employing agency, in order to ascertain his or her rights in7

connection with a possible unfair practice under chapter 49.60 RCW8

against the person; and (ii) requests his or her identity or any9

identifying information not be disclosed.10

(ee) Investigative records compiled by an employing agency11

conducting a current investigation of a possible unfair practice under12

chapter 49.60 RCW or of a possible violation of other federal, state,13

or local laws prohibiting discrimination in employment.14

(ff) Business related information protected from public inspection15

and copying under RCW 15.86.110.16

(gg) Financial, commercial, operations, and technical and research17

information and data submitted to or obtained by the clean Washington18

center in applications for, or delivery of, program services under19

chapter 70.95H RCW.20

(hh) Information and documents created specifically for, and21

collected and maintained by a quality improvement committee pursuant to22

RCW 43.70.510, regardless of which agency is in possession of the23

information and documents.24

(ii) Personal information in files maintained in a data base25

created under RCW 43.07.360.26

(jj) Proprietary financial and commercial information that the27

submitting entity, with review by the department of health,28

specifically identifies at the time it is submitted and that is29

provided to or obtained by the department of health in connection with30

an application for, or the supervision of, an antitrust exemption31

sought by the submitting entity under RCW 43.72.310. If a request for32

such information is received, the submitting entity must be notified of33

the request. Within ten business days of receipt of the notice, the34

submitting entity shall provide a written statement of the continuing35

need for confidentiality, which shall be provided to the requester.36

Upon receipt of such notice, the department of health shall continue to37

treat information designated under this section as exempt from38

disclosure. If the requester initiates an action to compel disclosure39
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under this chapter, the submitting entity must be joined as a party to1

demonstrate the continuing need for confidentiality.2

(2) Except for information described in subsection (1)(c)(i) of3

this section and confidential income data exempted from public4

inspection pursuant to RCW 84.40.020, the exemptions of this section5

are inapplicable to the extent that information, the disclosure of6

which would violate personal privacy or vital governmental interests,7

can be deleted from the specific records sought. No exemption may be8

construed to permit the nondisclosure of statistical information not9

descriptive of any readily identifiable person or persons.10

(3) Inspection or copying of any specific records exempt under the11

provisions of this section may be permitted if the superior court in12

the county in which the record is maintained finds, after a hearing13

with notice thereof to every person in interest and the agency, that14

the exemption of such records is clearly unnecessary to protect any15

individual’s right of privacy or any vital governmental function.16

(4) Agency responses refusing, in whole or in part, inspection of17

any public record shall include a statement of the specific exemption18

authorizing the withholding of the record (or part) and a brief19

explanation of how the exemption applies to the record withheld.20
