Sec. 1. RCW 28A. 230. 170 and 1985 c¢ 341 s 1 are each anended to
read as foll ows:

The study of the Constitution of the United States and the
Constitution of the state of Wshington shall be a condition
prerequisite to graduation fromthe public and private high school s of
this state. The state board of education acting upon the advice of the
superintendent of public instruction shall provide by rule or
regulation for the inplementation of this section.

| east one school day per year of instruction in the United States
