successf ul bi dder must undertake additional work for public

construction projects issued by the state of Wshington, its
authorities or agencies, or a political subdivision of the state due to
the enactnent of new environnental protection requirenents or the
anendnent of existing environnental protection statutes, ordi nances, or

rules ((er—regulat+ons)) occurring after the submssion of the
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successful bid, the awardi ng agency shall issue a change order setting
forth the additional work that nust be undertaken, which shall not
invalidate the contract. The cost of such a change order to the
awar di ng agency shall be determ ned in accordance with the provisions
of the contract for change orders ((er—foerece—acecounts)) or, if no such
provision is set forth in the contract, then the cost to the awarding
agency shall be the contractor’s costs for wages, |abor costs other
t han wages, wage taxes, nmaterials, equipnment rentals, insurance, and
subcontracts attributable to the additional activity plus a reasonabl e
sum for overhead and profit((:—PROWDED—Fhat—sueh)). However, the

additional costs to undertake work not specified in the contract
docunents shall not be approved unless witten authorization is given
the successful bidder prior to his wundertaking such additional
activity. In the event of a dispute between the awardi ng agency and
t he ((suececesstul—bidder—arbit+ration)) contractor, dispute resolution

procedures may be comenced under the applicable terns of the
construction contract, or, if the contract contains no such provision
for ((arbttratien)) dispute resolution, the then obtaining rules of the
American arbitration association.
