050 and 1991 ¢ 205 s 11 are each anended to
read as fol |l ows:

35 RCW
to read as foll ows:

The hi gher education coordi nating board shall evaluate all degree
prograns offered on the effective date of this section through Eastern
Washi ngton University that are not |ocated on the Cheney canpus. The
board shall determ ne whether to continue approval for any such
prograns under RCW 28B. 80. 340.

NEWSECTION. Sec. 3. A newsectionis added to chapter 28B. 35 RCW
to read as foll ows:

Housing or a housing allowance may only be provided for the
president of a public four-year institution of higher education who
resides in the location where the institution is designated under RCW
28B. 20. 010, 28B. 30.010, 28B.35.010, and 28B. 40. 010.

Sec. 4. RCW28B. 10. 029 and 1996 ¢ 110 s 5 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) An institution of higher education nmay exercise independently
those powers otherwise granted to the director of gener al
adm nistration in chapter 43.19 RCWin connection with the purchase and
di sposition of all material, supplies, services, and equi pnent needed
for the support, naintenance, and use of the respective institution of

hi gher educati on. Property disposition policies followed by
institutions of higher education shall be consistent wth policies
followed by the departnent of general adm nistration. Pur chasi ng

policies and procedures followed by institutions of higher education
shall be in conpliance with chapters 39.19, 39.29, and 43.03 RCW and
RCW 43.19.1901, 43.19.1906, 43.19.1911, 43.19.1917, 43.19.1937,
43.19.534, 43.19.685, 43.19.700 through 43.19.704, and 43.19.550
t hrough 43.19.637. The conmmunity and technical colleges shall conply
with RCW 43.19.450. Except for the University of Wshington,
institutions of higher education shall conply with RCW 43.19. 1935,
43.19. 19363, and 43.19. 19368. If an institution of higher education
can satisfactorily denonstrate to the director of the office of
financi al nmanagenent that the cost of conpliance is greater than the
val ue of benefits fromany of the followng statutes, then it shall be
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exenpt from them RCW 43. 19. 685; 43.19.534; and 43.19.637. Any
institution of higher education that chooses to exercise independent
purchasing authority for a commodity or group of commodities shall
notify the director of general adm nistration. Thereafter the director
of general admnistration shall not be required to provide those
services for that institution for the duration of +the general
admnistration contract term for that comodity or group of
comodi ties.

(2) An institution of higher education nmay exercise independently
t hose powers otherwi se granted to the public printer in chapter 43.78
RCWin connection with the production or purchase of any printing and
bi ndi ng needed by the respective institution of higher education.
Pur chasing policies and procedures followed by institutions of higher
education shall be in conpliance with chapter 39.19 RCW Any
institution of higher education that chooses to exercise independent
printing production or purchasing authority shall notify the public
printer. Thereafter the public printer shall not be required to
provi de those services for that institution

Sec. 5. RCW 28B. 130. 020 and 1997 c¢c 273 s 2 are each anended to
read as foll ows:

(1) The governing board of an institution of higher education as
defined in RCW28B. 10. 016 may i npose either a voluntary or a mandatory
transportation fee on enployees and on students at the institution
The board of ((the—fetnt—eenter—ftor—higher—education—under—chapter
28B25-RCW ) regents of Washington State University may inpose either
a voluntary or a mandatory transportation fee on faculty and staff
working at the Riverpoint higher education park and on students
attendi ng cl asses there. The transportation fee shall be used solely
to fund transportation demand nanagenent progranms that reduce the
demand for canpus and nei ghbor hood par ki ng, and pronote alternatives to
si ngl e-occupant vehicle driving. |f the board charges a mandatory
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transportation fee to students, it shall <charge a mandatory
transportation fee to enpl oyees. The transportation fee for enpl oyees
may exceed, but shall not be I ower than the transportation fee charged
to students. The transportation fee for enpl oyees nmay be deducted from
t he enpl oyees’ paychecks. The transportation fee for students may be
i nposed annually, or each academc term For students attending
community col | eges and techni cal coll eges, the mandatory transportation
fee shall not exceed sixty percent of the maximumrate permtted for
services and activities fees at comunity coll eges, unless, through a
vote, a mpjority of students consent to increase the transportation
fee. For students attendi ng four-year institutions of higher education
or classes at the Riverpoint higher education park, the mandatory
transportation fee shall not exceed thirty-five percent of the maxi mum
rate permtted for services and activities fees at the institution
where the student is enrolled unless, through a vote, a majority of
students consents to increase the transportation fee. The board may
make a limted nunber of exceptions to the fee based on a policy
adopt ed by the board.

(2) The board of ((the—feint—eenter—for—higher—education—under
chapter—28B25-RCW ) trustees of WAshington State University shall not

i npose a transportation fee on any student who is already paying a
transportation fee to the institution of higher education in which the
student is enroll ed.

NEWSECTION. Sec. 7. On July 1, 1998, title to or all interest in
real estate and other assets, including but not limted to assignable
contracts, cash equipnent, buildings, facilities, and appurtenances
related to Riverpoint park, except for the area of real property
defined as the approximate two and one-half acres bounded by the
Spokane river, Trent Avenue, and Riverpoint Boulevard shall be
transferred fromthe joint center for higher education to Washi ngton
State University.
