(1) The historical distribution of the tax revenues; (2) the current
di stribution of the revenues; (3) current and historical purposes of
the tax; (4) the adequacy of state transportation funding from the
not or vehicl e exci se tax and the revenue needs of other state and | ocal
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prograns; and (5) the rate of the notor vehicle excise tax conpared to
other states in the context of the total tax burden on notor vehicle
owners; and

t he Legi sl ature.
