(2) Liquor control board:14

Enter into a long-term lease for a headquarters office in Thurston15

County for approximately 46,000 square feet.16

(3) Department of corrections:17

(a) Enter into a long-term ground lease for 17 acres in the Tacoma18

tide flats property from the Puyallup Nation for development of the19

400-bed Tacoma prerelease facility for approximately $360,000 per20

annum. Prior to entering into the lease, the department shall obtain21

written confirmation from the city of Tacoma and Pierce county that the22

prerelease facility planned for the site meets all land use,23

environmental protection, and community notification requirements that24

would apply to the facility if the land was not owned by the Puyallup25

nation.26

(b) Enter into a financing contract on behalf of the department of27

corrections in the amount of $14,736,900 plus financing expenses and28

required reserves pursuant to chapter 39.94 RCW to construct a 400-bed29

Tacoma prerelease facility.

(d) Enter into a financing contract on behalf of the department of37

corrections in the amount of $396,369 plus financing expenses and38
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required reserves pursuant to chapter 39.94 RCW to construct a dairy1

barn at the Monroe farm.2

(e) Enter into a financing contract on behalf of the department of3

corrections in the amount of $2,100,000 plus financing expenses and4

required reserves pursuant to chapter 39.94 RCW to purchase or5

construct a correctional industries transportation services warehouse.6

(4) Community and technical colleges:7

(a) Enter into a financing contract on behalf of Whatcom Community8

College in the amount of $800,000 plus financing expenses and required9

reserves pursuant to chapter 39.94 RCW to develop a childcare center10

costing $2,410,000. The balance of project cost will be a combination11

of local capital funds and nonstate funds provided through private12

gifts or contributions.13

(b) Enter into a financing contract on behalf of Pierce College in14

the amount of $750,000 plus financing expenses and required reserves15

pursuant to chapter 39.94 RCW to develop a new classroom building on16

the Lakewood campus costing $1,816,665. The balance of project cost17

will be provided through a combination of local capital funds and18

existing minor works appropriation to replace relocatable classrooms19

that are at the end of their useful lives.20

(c) Enter into a financing contract in behalf of Bellingham21

Technical College in the amount of $350,000 plus financing expenses and22

required reserves pursuant to chapter 39.94 RCW for construction of a23

new classroom addition to the diesel/heavy equipment instructional shop24

(d) Enter into a financing contract on behalf of Green River26

Community College in the amount of $1,526,150 plus financing expenses27

and reserves pursuant to chapter 39.94 RCW for remodel of the Lindbloom28

student center building.29

(e) Enter into a financing contract on behalf of Edmonds Community30

College in the amount of $2,787,950 plus financing expenses and31

required reserves pursuant to chapter 39.94 RCW to purchase and make32

improvements to several buildings and property contiguous to the33

college campus.34

(f) Enter into a financing contract on behalf of Highline35

Community College in the amount of $2,070,613 plus financing and36

required reserves pursuant to chapter 39.94 RCW for the purchase of the37

Federal Way Center, currently being leased by the college.38

(5) State parks and recreation:39
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Enter into a financing contract on behalf of state parks and1

recreation in the amount of $2,012,000 plus financing expenses and2

required reserves pursuant to chapter 39.94 RCW, to construct cabin and3

lodge facilities at Cama Beach, develop new campsite electrical4

hookups, develop new recreational facilities, and expand campsites at5

Ocean Beach/Grayland. It is the intent of the legislature that debt6

service on all projects financed under this authority be paid from7

operating revenues.8

(6) Central Washington University:9

(7) Washington state patrol:20

Enter into a financing contract for $600,000 plus financing21

expenses and required reserves pursuant to chapter 39.94 RCW to22

purchase the Washington state patrol Port Angeles detachment office.23

NEW SECTION. Sec. 703. FOR THE ARTS COMMISSION--ART WORK24

ALLOWANCE POOLING. (1) One-half of one percent of moneys appropriated25

in this act for original construction of school plant facilities is26

provided solely for the purposes of RCW 28A.335.210. The Washington27

state arts commission may combine the proceeds from individual projects28

in order to fund larger works of art or mobile art displays in29

consultation with the superintendent of public instruction and30

representatives of school district boards.31

(2) One-half of one percent of moneys appropriated in this act for32

original construction or any major renovation or remodel work exceeding33

two hundred thousand dollars by colleges or universities is provided34

solely for the purposes of RCW 28B.10.027.
