Provides a state food assistance program for legal immigrants
and persons convicted of substance abuse who are ineligible for the
federal food stamp program.

Establishes a grant diversion program to help at-risk families
remain off public assistance.

Authorizes child care financial assistance to families with
children twelve years or younger.
