Declares that a person is gquilty of failing to sumon
assi stance if: (1) He or she knows that another person has
suffered and is in need of assistance;

(2) he or she could give reasonabl e assistance to the person
need w thout danger to hinmself or herself and wthout
terference with an inportant duty owed to a third party;
(3) he or she fails to sumopbn assistance to the person in
need; and

(4) reasonabl e assistance is not bei ng summoned by another to
t he person in need.

Specifies that acts that satisfy the duty to sunmon assi st ance
i nclude, but are not limted to, summoni ng energency police, fire,
or nedical assistance that identifies the location of the victim

Makes a violation of the act a m sdeneanor.
