Section 1 of EHB 1408 would allow a non-resident to bring a
conceal ed handgun into the state as | ong as he or she has a |license
fromsone other state. A nunber of states issue |icenses wthout
the strict standards and background checks WAashi ngton | aw requi res,
and section 1 woul d force our | aw enforcenent agencies to honor al
those permts. In addition, the practical effect of section 1
would be to require prosecutors to check with all 50 states in
order to convict a person of violating our |aw against carrying a
conceal ed handgun without a license. This is tantanount to repeal
of the conceal ed handgun |icense | aw.

For these reasons, | have vetoed section 1 of Engrossed House
Bill No. 1408.

Wth the exception of section 1, Engrossed House Bill No. 1408
i's approved.
