Recogni zes the econom c devel opnent value of this state's
research universities in creating intellectual property of
pot enti al commer ci al significance and the inportance of
transferring intellectual property to the private sector in
accordance with the federal Bayh-Dole act of 1980, where it
provi des a foundation for creation of new busi nesses and new j obs.

Declares a priority of this state to require universities to
expand commercial research activities to serve the vital public
pur pose of creating future enpl oynent opportunities in the state.

Directs the University of Wshington and Washington State
University to each recruit new advanced technology research
initiatives and provide matching dollars for new federal research
grant opportunities.

Directs the University of Wshington and Washington State
University to each establish an advanced technology advisory
comm ttee.

Makes appropriations to carry out the purposes of the act.
