Requires that every peace officer who becones the subject of
a police investigation nmust be advised, in witing, at the tine the
i nvestigation commences that he or she is suspected of: (1)
Commtting a crimnal offense; or

(2) conduct that woul d be grounds for term nati on, suspensi on,
or other disciplinary actions.

Requi res that prior to any questioning concerning a conpl ai nt,
the peace officer nust be advised of his or her right to
representation and afforded the opportunity and the facilities to
contact and consult privately with an attorney of his or her own
choosi ng.

41.56 RCW
