Decl ares that a person convicted of a felony offense that is
commtted for the benefit of, at the direction of, or in
association with any crimnal street gang, wth the intent to
pronmote, further, or assist in crimnal conduct by gang nenbers,
shall, in addition and consecutive to the puni shnent prescribed for
the felony or attenpted felony of which he or she has been
convi cted, be punished by an additional termof one to three years
at the court’s discretion.

Decl ares that a juvenile adjudicated of a fel ony offense that
is commtted for the benefit of, at the direction of, or in
association with a crimnal street gang, wth the intent to
pronote, further, or assist in crimnal conduct by gang nenbers,
must receive a sentence enhancenent of ninety to one hundred twenty
days confinenent, at the discretion of the court.
