Provides that, after the effective date of this act, all
previ ously adopt ed st and-al one ordi nances or | ocal anendnents of a
county or city that increase the m ni mum perfornmnce standards for
single-famly or nultifamly residential buildings beyond those
contained in the state building code nay be reviewed by the state
bui | di ng code council .

Decl ares that, if the previously adopt ed stand-al one ordi nance
or local anmendnment affecting single-famly and nmultifamly
residences i s not approved by the state buil ding code council, the
stand-al one ordinance or |ocal anendnent is null and void as
agai nst public policy.
