Provides that, after the incorporation of any city or town,
the utilities and transportation comm ssion shall continue to
regulate solid waste collection within the |imts of the
incorporated city or town until such tinme as the city or town
notifies the commssion, in witing, of its decision to contract
for solid waste collection or provide solid waste collectionitself
pursuant to RCW 81. 77. 020.

Decl ares that, in the event the incorporating city or town at
any tinme decides to contract for solid waste coll ection or decides
to undertake solid waste collection itself, the hol der of any such
franchise or permt that is so cancel ed shall be forthwith granted
by the incorporating city or town a franchise to continue such
business within the incorporated territory for a termof not |ess
than the remaining termof the original franchise or permt.

Provides that a city, town, or conbined city-county nmay at any
tinme reverse its decision to exercise its authority under RCW
81.77.020.
