Directs the attorney general’s office to work wth an
association representing <collection agencies state-wide and
representatives fromstate-w de organi zati ons of busi nesses wth an
aver age enpl oyee size of less than ten to establish a standard form
and procedures to be used for wage garnishnent orders to reduce
paperwork and confusion for small businesses. The group shall
report to relevant conmttees of the |egislature by February 1,
1998.
Creates a joint task force to study the reorgani zation of
enpl oynent reporting requirenents so that the office of support
enforcenment receives enploynent information from state agencies
such as the enploynent security departnent rather than from
enpl oyers, who have already filed such information with state
agencies. The task force shall develop a formfor enployers that
collects all information required by the state for all enployee
reporting.

Directs the task force to report to the rel evant commttees of
the legislature by February 1, 1998.
