HB 1786 - DIGEST

(SUBSTITUTED FOR - SEE 1ST SUB)

Provides that, beginning February 1, 1999, and annually
thereafter, the transportation improvement board shall submit to
the transportation committees of the senate and the house of
representatives, proposed lists of projects for which funds are
being requested for appropriation from the following accounts:
Transportation improvement account, urban arterial trust account,
central Puget Sound public transportation account, public
transportation systems account, small city account, and city
hardship assistance account.
