Provides that, any person, agency, organization, or public
agency that places a child for foster or adoptive placenent and
fails to use reasonable care to obtain and disclose the conplete
medi cal and psychol ogi cal history of the child and the bi ol ogi cal
parents as requi red by RCW26. 33. 350 and 26.33.385 is liable to the
foster or adoptive parents for damages, including the cost of
caring for the child and for enotional distress. The anount of
damages shall not be limted by the fact that the child reaches the
age of majority if the adoptive child remains dependent upon the
parents by reason of his or her nedical or psychol ogi cal handi caps.
