Requires that an admnistrator of a hospital or simlar
institution, any physician, licensed under chapter 18.71 or 18.57
RCW or a nurse practitioner shall detain a child w thout consent
of a person legally responsible for the child when a baby tests
positive for alcohol or drugs at birth.

Directs the adm nistrator or physician to notify or cause to
be notified the appropriate |aw enforcenent agency or child
protective services under RCW 26. 44. 040. Notification shall be
made as soon as possible and in no case |onger than seventy-two
hour s.

Provides that child protective services shall refer nothers of
babi es detained under this subsection to appropriate treatnent
prograns. Babies who require drug wthdrawal shall be supervised
by licensed health care professionals.
