Directs DSHS to operate a |iving assistance program that
provi des vouchers for pregnant unemancipated mnors who are
recei ving assistance through the tenporary assistance for needy
famlies program and are otherwise unable to live with their
parents, other famly nmenbers, or a legal guardian. The program
shall provide vouchers that can be redeened at state-approved
adul t - supervi sed supportive living arrangenents for up to twelve
nont hs.

Decl ares that adult-supervised supportive |living arrangenents
that qualify to participate in the program shall: (1) Provide
twenty-four hour per day adult supervision for mnor residents; and

(2) provide a strong program conponent that actively engages
m nor residents. Program conponents may include, but not be
l[imted to, parenting skills, job-readiness, and financia
counsel i ng.
