Provi des that the departnent together wth the departnent of
fish and wldlife, and the departnent of ecology relating to water
quality protection, shall develop a suitable process to permt
| andowners to secure all permts required for the conduct of forest
practices in a single nultiyear permt to be jointly issued by the
departnments and the departnents shall report their findings to the
| egi slature not |ater than Decenber 31, 2000.

Bill No. 1985.
