(3) di ssem nate and encour age the wi despread i npl enent ati on of
successful denonstration projects;

(4) identify and address barriers to transportation
coordi nati on;

(5) recommend to the legislature changes in law to assist
coordi nation of transportation services;

(6) act as an information clearinghouse and advocate for
coordi nated transportation;

(7) petition the office of financial managenent to make
what ever changes are deened necessary to identify transportation
costs in all executive agency budgets; and

(8) report to the legislature by Decenber 1, 1998, on counci
activities including, but not limted to, what denonstration
proj ects have been undertaken, how coordination affected service
| evel s, and whether these efforts produced savings that allowed
expansi on of services. Reports nust be nade once every two years
thereafter, and other tinmes as the council deens necessary.
