Provi des that, the department may deny applications of health
care providers to participate as a provider of services to injured
workers wunder this title, or termnate or suspend providers’
eligibility to participate, if the provider uses or causes or
pronotes the use of, advertising natter, pronotional materials, or
ot her representation, however dissem nated or published, that is
fal se, msleading, or deceptive with respect to the industria
i nsurance systemor benefits for injured workers under this title.
