"assignment” of nursing care tasks.

i npl emrent RCW 18. 88A. 140(4), 18.79.240(1)(s), and 18.64.255(4) to
specifically address accountability and liability issues of health
professionals involved in the delivery of health care to
i ndi vidual s described in those sections. The departnent of health
shal |l al so nmake recomendations to renove barriers from existing
rules that would prohibit inplenmentation of RCW 18.88A. 140(4),
18.79.240(1)(s), and 18.64.255(4). The departnent of health has
the authority to adopt such rules and shall do so by Decenber 31,
1997.
Requi res the departnent of social and health services, in
consultationwith interested parties and appropri ate advocates from
the disability and aging communities, including the departnent of
health, to adopt necessary rules that address consent and
determnation of ability to self-direct and that renove
restrictions in prograns authorized under this chapter and chapter
74. 39A RCWto allowself-directed care, and shall do so by Decenber
31, 1997.

Requires the nursing care quality assurance conmmssion to
convene a work group in conjunction with the departnent of health,
the departnment of social and health services, and appropriate
advocates from the aging and disability communities to propose
rul es necessary to i nplenent RCW18. 88A. 140(4). The departnent of
health has the authority to adopt such rules and shall do so by
Decenber 31, 1997.
