Declares an intent to: (1) Create a managed public nental
health care system that neets national standards for effective
managed nental health care including best business practices for
efficiency;

(2) establish performance and outconme standards;

(3) clearly provide for consumer protection, consuner rights
and invol venent, and conmmunity health and security;

(4) neet the needs of vul nerable populations, including the
requirenent to pronote early identification of, and services to,
mentally ill children, and ensure systemaccountability as required
by this chapter; and

(5) reinvest public nental health funds for inproved outcones
for consunmers and comunities.

Creates a task force to the legislature on managed public
mental health care to nmake recommendations relating to the design
and i npl enmentati on of managed public nmental health care services.

Makes an appropriation of fifty thousand dollars from the
general fund to the house of representatives for the fiscal year
endi ng June 30, 1999, to carry out the purposes of this act.
