Brief Title: Defining nedication assistance in comunity-based
settings.

HB 2452-S - DI GEST
(DI GEST AS ENACTED)

Declares that "nedication assistance" neans assistance
rendered by a nonpractitioner to an individual residing in a
communi ty-based setting to facilitate the individual’'s self-
adm nistration of a |legend drug or controlled substance, where a
practitioner has determ ned, in consultation w th the individual or
the individual’s representative, that nedication assistance is
appropri ate. It includes rem nding or coaching the individual
usi ng an enabl er, placing the nedication in the individual’s hand,
or helping in the preparation of I|egend drugs or controlled
substances for self-admnistration, and such other neans of
medi cati on assi stance as defined by rul e adopted by t he departnent.

Does not affect the right of an individual to refuse
medi cation or the requirenents relating to informed consent.

Declares that nedication assistance shall not include
assistance with i ntravenous nedi cati ons or injectabl e nedications.
