HB 2848 - DI GEST
(SUBSTI TUTED FOR - SEE 1ST SUB)

Provides that, by Septenber 1, 2002, the state board of
education shall determ ne whet her the hi gh school assessnent system
has been inplenented and if it is sufficiently reliable and valid.
If the state board determnes that the high school assessnent
system has been inplenented and that it is reliable and valid,
t hen, beginning in the 2003-04 school year, successful conpletion
of the high school assessnent in reading, witing, conmunications-
listening, and mathematics shall neet the basic academc
requirenent. Beginning in the 2005-06 school year, successfu
conpletion of the high school assessnment in reading, witing,
comruni cations-listening, mathenmatics, and science shall neet the
basi ¢ academ c requirenent.

Decl ares that the basic academ c requirenent is required for
hi gh school graduati on.

Provides that the state board of education shall not require
students receiving a private educati on under chapter 28A. 195 RCWor
home- based i nstruction under chapter 28A. 200 RCWto neet the basic
academ c requirenent.
