Declares that the purpose of this act is to take immediate
action to facilitate the review and approval of fish enhancenent
projects today and to encourage efforts that wll continue to
i nprove the process in the future.

Directs the departnent of ecology permt assistant center to
imediately nodify the joint aquatic resource permt application
formto incorporate the permt process established in this act.

Directs the departnent of fish and wildlife, the conservation
commi ssi on, | ocal governnents, fish enhancenment project applicants,
and other interested parties to work together to continue to
inprove the permtting review and approval process. Specific
efforts shall include the foll ow ng: (1) Devel opnent of comon
accept abl e desi gn standards and best nmanagenent practices for each
type of fish enhancenent project;

(2) an evaluation of the potential for wusing technical
eval uation teanms i n eval uati ng specific project proposals or stream
reaches;

(3) a review of |ocal governnent shoreline master plans to
identify and correct instances where the |ocal plan does not
acknow edge potentially beneficial i1nstream work;

(4) an evaluation of the potential for |ocal governnents to
incorporate fish enhancenent projects into their conprehensive
pl anni ng process;

(5) continued work with the federal governnent agencies on
federal permtting for fish enhancenent projects; and

(6) an evaluation of the potential for wusing technical
eval uation teanms i n eval uati ng specific project proposals or stream
reaches.

Requires a report back to the legislature on the group’s
progress by Decenber 1, 1998.
