Requires the major transportation agencies to develop and
i npl ement a perfornmance-based budgeting process that provides a
measurabl e |ink between program objectives, activities, service
| evel s, budget, and a nethod to eval uate acconpli shnent.

Directs a major transportation agency to submt a strategic
plan with its agency request budget. The strategic plan nust at a
m ni mum i nclude a six-year outlook and define and clarify the
agency m ssion.

Requires the major transportation agencies to devel op and
i npl enment an agency busi ness plan that wll be updated annual ly and
provide the basis for future budget developnent and policy
direction. The plan will include a m ssion, programdescription,
program goal s, and perfornmance neasures.
