Provi des that any county that has been appointed to act as a
receiver for a system may, beginning three years after the
appoi ntnent, petition the court to be relieved as receiver of the
system

Aut hori zes the court to grant the petition, after hearing, if
the county shows: (1) It has explored, in consultation with the
departnment and the local health jurisdiction, all reasonable and
feasible alternatives for the | ong-termownershi p and operation of
the system

(2) it has taken all reasonabl e and feasible steps, including
t he provi sion of avail abl e financi al assistance and t he exerci se of
powers within the county’s jurisdiction, to facilitate or devel op
| ong-term ownership and operational alternatives, including the
creation of a public entity such as a water district or a |loca
i nprovenent district;

(3) it conducted one or nore public neetings with the
custoners of the water system to discuss the present options
avai lable to the custoners for ensuring a safe supply of drinking
wat er ;

(4) being relieved as receiver is consistent with the
provi sions of any | ocally adopted coordi nated water system pl an or
ot her regional water supply plan; and

(5) it is requiring the physical connection of proposed new
wat er systens to existing ones.
