(5) report strategies to reduce the incidence of unexpected
chil d deat h;

(6) provide technical assistance and training to state and
| ocal child death review teans; and

(7) consider and incorporate, as appropriate, recomendati ons
of state and | ocal teans into agency operating procedures.

Provides that the state child death review team wll
coordinate and nonitor the activities of local child death review
t eans.

Decl ares that records conpiled and used by |ocal and state
child death review teans are not subject to public disclosure.

Provi des that the act shall be null and void if appropriations
are not approved.
