SB 5525 - DI GEST

Provi des that conpetitive bidding procedures may be wai ved by
t he governing body of the nmunicipality for purchases in which the
purchase price may be best established by direct negotiation, and:
(1) The purchases are clearly and legitimately limted to a single
source of supply;

(2) the purchases involve special facilities or market
condi tions; or

3) the municipality is purchasing insurance or bonds.

Aut hori zes the governing body of a nunicipality to designate
by resolution a person or persons who shall declare that an
enmergency situation exists for the purpose of waiving conpetitive
bi dding requirenents and awarding all necessary contracts for
pur chases of goods and services on behalf of the nmunicipality to
address the energency situation.

Provi des that, for enmergency purchases of goods and services
of less than fifty thousand dollars, the governing body or its
desi gnee shall contact at least three vendors to the extent
practicabl e under the circunstances and provide themw th a scope
of work.

Provi des that, beginning on July 1, 1999, and on July 1st of
each succeedi ng odd- nunbered year, the dollar limts specified in
this section shall be adjusted as follows: The office of financial
managenent shall calculate such |imts by adjusting the previous
bienniumis imts by the appropriate federal inflationary index
reflecting the rate of inflation for the previous biennium
