Provides that the conm ssion has the authority to approve
pilot prograns for direct access with retail electric custoners of
i ndi vidual electrical conpanies.

Provi des that the governing body of a public utility district,
muni ci pal electric wutility, or electric cooperative has the
authority to approve pilot progranms for direct access with retai
el ectric custoners.

Requires that, no later than January 1, 1998, every electric
utility shall: (1) Separate its generation, transm ssion, and
distribution assets and operations to accurately assess the costs
of utility functions and to allow for fair and accurate pricing of
unbundl ed servi ces; and

(2) publish separate rates, terns, and conditions for at | east

the follow ng unbundled products and services: El ectricity;
ancillary services; and direct access to distribution facilities.
Requires that, no |ater than January 1, 1998, every bill to a

retail electric custonmer froman electricity service supplier nust
contain, anong other things: (1) A conplete and accurate |ist of
t he rates and amount due for each unbundl ed service or product that
t he custoner is purchasing;

(2) the rates and anount of state and |ocal taxes, if any,
i nposed on the custoner; and

(3) other price information necessary to facilitate custoner
choice, as determ ned by the comm ssion for electrical conpanies,
pursuant to rul es adopt ed under RCWS80. 04. 160, and by the governi ng
body of public utility districts, nunicipal electricutilities, and
el ectric cooperatives.
