(5) require the comm ssion and its nmenbers to be responsible
for their actions;

(6) hold each comm ssion nenber to the highest standards of
t he same Code of Judicial Conduct that they purport to adm nister;
and

(7) codify the legal obligation of the conmssion to be
subject to such rules as the Suprene Court nay adopt.
