Decl ares that the purpose of the legislature in enacting this
parental notification law is to further the inportant and
conpelling state interests of: (1) Protecting the rights of
parents to rear children who are nmenbers of their househol d;

(2) fostering famly unity and preserving the famly as a
vi abl e social unit; and

(3) reduci ng teenage pregnancy and unnecessary aborti on.

Provi des that a physician shall not performan abortion upon
an unemanci pated m nor or upon an inconpetent person unless the
physician has given forty-eight hours actual notification to a
custodi al parent or to the guardi an of the pregnant unemanci pated
m nor or pregnant inconpetent person of the physician’s intention
to performthe abortion.

Provides that if the pregnant unemanci pated m nor or pregnant
i nconpet ent person makes a witten, signed declaration that she is
a victimof sexual abuse, neglect, or physical abuse by either of
her parents or her guardi an, the physician intending to performthe
abortion shall provide the notification required by this act to a
brot her or sister of the unemanci pated m nor or inconpetent person
so long as that sibling is over twenty-one years of age, or to a
st epparent or grandparent specified by the unemanci pated m nor or
i nconpet ent person.

Provi des that a parent, guardi an, or other person who engages
in coercion of an unemanci pated mnor or inconpetent person to
persuade her to have an abortion perfornmed is guilty of a
m sdeneanor .

Declares that any physician who intentionally perforns an
abortion wth know edge that, or with reckless disregard as to
whet her, the person upon whomthe abortionis to be perforned is an
unemanci pated m nor or an i nconpetent person, w thout providingthe
required notification shall be guilty of a gross m sdeneanor.
