Brief Title: Providing for election of councilmembers by districts
in first class cities with populations of over four hundred
thousand.

SB 6608 - DIGEST

(AS OF SENATE 2ND READING 2/16/98)

Declares that, notwithstanding the city’s charter, every first
class city with a population of more than four hundred thousand
persons shall have a city council with nine members. Six of the
councilmembers shall be elected from districts with each of the six
elected from one of six districts, and three councilmembers shall
be elected at large.
