The legislature, public officials, and citizens need to know8

the extent to which state agencies, programs, and activities that9

impact the state’s transportation system are achieving the purposes for10

which they were created.11

The legislature recognizes that if it is to adequately fulfill its12

responsibility to provide for a balanced, efficient state-wide13

transportation system, it is essential to establish a joint legislative14

transportation committee that will provide an opportunity for members15

In order to accomplish the mission and goals of the joint4

legislative transportation committee and to effectively serve the house5

The members of the legislative transportation committee shall form11

an executive committee consisting of two members from each of the four12

major political caucuses, which will include the chair and vice-chair13

of the legislative transportation committee.
