If the12

income of the person claiming exemption is reduced for two or more13

months of the assessment year by reason of the death of the person’s14

spouse, or when other substantial changes occur in disposable income15

that are likely to continue for an indefinite period of time, the16

combined disposable income of such person shall be calculated by17

multiplying the average monthly combined disposable income of such18

person after such occurrences by twelve.
