(b) The department may issue a third motorcycle instruction permit29

if it finds after an investigation that the permittee is diligently30

seeking to improve driving proficiency.31

The motorcycle endorsement examination ((for each displacement34

category shall)) must emphasize maneuvers necessary for on-street35

operation, including emergency braking and turning as may be required36

to avoid an impending collision."37

EFFECT: (1) A motorcycle endorsement authorizes the holder to
operate any size motorcycle.

(2) Motorcyclists holding a motorcycle learner’s permit are allowed
to drive on a controlled, limited-access facility, and without visual
supervision.
