"Every taxing district i nposing the additional requl ar property tax
levies after the effective date of this act shall provide for a

ref erendum procedure to apply to an ordi nance inposing the tax. This

ref erendum procedure shall specify that a referendum petition may be

filed at any tine with a filing officer, as identified in the
ordinance. Wthin ten days, the filing officer shall confer with the

petitioner concerning form and style of the petition, issue the
petition an identification nunmber, and secure an accurate, concise, and
positive ballot title from the designated |ocal official. The

petitioner shall have thirty days in which to secure the signatures of
not less than fifteen percent of the registered voters of the taxing
district, as of the last general election, upon petition fornms which
contain the ballot title and the full text of the neasure to be
referred. The filing officer shall verify the sufficiency of the
signatures on the petition and, if sufficient valid signatures are
properly submtted, shall certify the referendum neasure to the next
election within the taxing district if one is to be held within one
hundred eighty days fromthe date of filing of the referendumpetition,
or at a special election to be called for that purpose in accordance
with RCW 29. 13. 020.

This referendum procedure shall be exclusive in all instances for
any taxing district inposing the tax under this section and shal
supersede the procedures provided under all other statutory or charter
provisions for initiative or referendumwhich mght otherw se apply."
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
