200 and
28A. 215. 900 t hrough 28A. 215. 908.

(1) "Advisory commttee" neans the advisory conmttee under RCW
28A. 215. 140.

(2) "Departnent" neans the departnent of community, trade, and
econom ¢ devel opnent .

(3) "Eligible child" neans a child not eligible for kindergarten
whose famly income is at or below one hundred thirty percent of the
federal poverty |level, as published annually by the federal departnent
of health and human services, and includes a child whose famly is
eligible for public assistance, and who is not a participant in a
federal or state program providing conprehensive services and may
i ncl ude chil dren who are eligi bl e under rul es adopt ed by t he depart nment
i f the nunber of such children equals not nore than ten percent of the
total enrollnment in the early childhood program Priority for
enrol l ment shall be given to children fromfamlies with the |owest
income or to eligible children fromfamlies with nultiple needs.

(4) "Approved prograns" nmeans those state-supported education and
speci al assi stance prograns which are recogni zed by the departnent of
community, trade, and econom c devel opnent as neeting the m ninmum
program rules adopted by the departnent to qualify wunder RCW
28A. 215. 100 t hr ough 28A. 215. 200 and 28A. 215. 900 t hr ough 28A. 215. 908 and
are designated as eligible for funding by the departnment under RCW
28A. 215. 160 and 28A. 215. 180.

(5) "Conprehensive" neans an assi stance programthat focuses on the
needs of the child and includes education, health, and famly support
servi ces.
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(6) "Famly support services" neans providing opportunities for
parents to:

(a) Actively participate intheir child s early chil dhood program

(b) Increase their know edge of child devel opnment and parenting
skills;

(c) Further their education and training;

(d) Increase their ability to use needed services in the community;

(e) Increase their self-reliance."
