(b) A sunmmary of current financial assurances for landfill closure
currently in place for all landfills in the state. The depart nment
shall conpile this information from existing sources such as capita
facilities plans authorized under the growh managenent act, |oca
governnment solid waste managenent plans and budgets, and financi al
audits by the state auditor. The sunmary shall include, but shall not
be limted to:

(1) The estimated cost to close the landfill facility and the years

to cl osure;

(11) The financial mechani sns approved by the jurisdictional health
departnent or the departnent to assure landfill closure; and

(ti1) The status of financial nmechanisns, including account
bal ance, | oans against, or encunbrances on the financial nechanisns;
and

(c) The effect of various financial assurance nechanisns on
consumers’ rates.

(2) The report shall include recomendations for nodifying
requi renents for financing nmechanisnms to assure landfill closure and
mai ntaining and reporting information on the status of financial
assur ances. The solid waste advisory commttee shall provide the

report to the legislature by Decenber 15, 2000."
