BACKGROUND:

Theopenpublicrecordslawwasapprovedbystatevotersin 1972aspart ofInitiativeMeasureNo.276.
All publicrecordsofstate agenciesandlocalgovernmentsareopentopublicinspectionandcopying,unlessa
lawexpresslyexcludesthepublicrecordsfrompublicinspectionandcopying.Thisdisclosurerequirementis
liberallyconstruedandanyexceptionis narrowlyconstructed.

Amongotherexpressexclusions,thefollowingpublicrecordsarenotavailablefor inspectionandcopyingby
thepublic:(1)Personalinformationin filesthedisclosureofwhich wouldviolatetherighttoprivacy;(2)
certaintaxpayerinformation;(3)certainfinancialandcommercialinformationsuppliedbyindividualsapplying
for variousprograms;and(4) residentialaddressesandresidentialtelephonenumbersofpublicutility
customers.

Ina fewinstancesinformationin publicrecordsis providedwithmoreextensiveprotectionfrompublic
disclosurebybeingdeclaredtobeconfidentialorare prohibitedfrombeingdisclosed.Forexample,draftsof
legislationpreparedbythe CodeRevisor’sofficeareexpresslydeclaredtobeconfidential.

SUMMARY:

Informationobtainedbygovernmentagenciescollectedbythe useofanintelligenttransportationsystemor
comparableinformationequipmentis confidentialandnot subjecttopublicdisclosure .However,the
informationmaybegiventoother governmentalagenciesorthe ownersofthe truck,tractor,ortrailer from
whichit wasobtained.
